 Working alongside CCTV control staff, club & bar door 
staff, police, paramedics, ICE bus and taxi marshals  

Since May 2009, we have befriended many, listening 
to the stories of the lonely, upset, and  hopeless.   
              We have: 
Reduced alcohol-related harm:  

 calmed 306 aggressive situations 

 cared for  723 people who were drunk  

 helped 417 clean up after vomiting  

 helped 328 people get home safely  

 given first aid to 271 and blankets to 358  
 

Removed hazards/prevented injury  

 cleared  10,000 bottles/glasses off  streets  

 swept up broken glass 1,078 times  

 given out 2,305 pairs of flip flops  

 reported suspicious people   
 

We have 60 street pastors, all ordinary people from City 
Churches who volunteer for 1 uniformed patrol/month, and 
22 prayer pastors who provide prayer support at street 
pastor HQ throughout the night.   
 
We are a charity, employing 1 full time co-ordinator to run 
the project, liaise with our partners, churches, police, council 
and elsewhere, plus 1 part time admin.
